Birkbeck-Jerwood Space London rehearsal room survey
Recognising how difficult it is to find cheap and suitable rehearsal spaces in London, Birkbeck University of London and the Jerwood Space have jointly commissioned theatre-maker Tom Mansfield to undertake a major survey of spaces available for rehearsals and workshops in London. The research to compile this report took place in May and June 2016 and updates the survey of 2013.
Tom writes: 'In my capacity as Artistic Director of Upstart Theatre, I’ve rehearsed shows in spaces ranging from the back rooms of pubs and actors’ living rooms, to professionally-appointed spaces used by national companies. Rehearsal space is a very substantial part of a small-scale production budget, and in a time of increased rents in London in general, this cost is only getting higher. I hope that the information contained in this study will give theatre makers and producers the information necessary to plan their budgets accordingly.'
